VESLA.5 Conversion Installation

When transitioning from the VESLA Gas to an Electric one, it is crucial to avoid 
reconnecting the on/off switch from the battery box to the receiver. The on/off switch 
has been relocated to the ESC (Electronic Speed Controller). Neglecting this precaution 
could lead to a short circuit in the ESC, rendering it unprogrammable. Moreover, there is a 
risk of fire and potential harm. Therefore, it is imperative to exercise caution during the 
conversion process.

WARNING!

The receiver should have only two wires 
connected to it:

• Channel 1 - Steering Servo plug
• Channel 2 - ESC wire plug
